STAFF REPORT

Economic Stimulus Grant Application
Status Update

Requested Action:

No action is requested, this is only an informational item.
Background:

During the January 22, 2009 Board meeting, staff presented a potential list of projects to
consider for grant applications associated with the Federal Economic Stimulus Bill. Staff
plans to prepare pre-application for a number of projects, but has identified five projects
which show the most promise of receiving grant funding. The purpose of this agenda item
is to provide the Board with an update on these priority projects. These projects include:
the Gravity Supply Line, Lake Camanche Water System, Gayla Manor Water Quality,
Buckhorn Water Reuse, and Amador Canal Pipeline (raw and treated).

Gravity Supply Line

The Gravity Supply Line project is budgeted for both environmental review and design.
Approximately $634,500 was budgeted this year for activities related to this project. Staff
just received the administrative draft initial study and environmental evaluation for this
project. This document covers both California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and
National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requirements. Staff expects to have an
environmental document ready for public review in about 30 days. Staff is scheduling a
meeting with PG&E personnel to discuss project approval needed respecting Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC), Division of Dam Safety (DODS), and PG&E
facilities. Staff is working with Wagner and Bonsignore to prepare the necessary petition to
the State Water Resources for adding the point of diversion to the Tiger Creek Regulator




Reservoir. The engineering design will be proceeding following completion of field survey
work which is currently underway. Staff is currently considering the possibility of either
designing this project with in-house staff which could save approximately $100,000 or use
an outside consultant. If an outside consultant is to be used, staff will bring the contract to
the Board for authorization. In either case, plans and specifications for this project are
anticipated to be complete in 90 days. Initial discussions with property owners for
easements are underway. Staff will apply for funds through Department of Public Health
(DPH) State Revolving Fund (SRF) and Rural Utilities Services (RUS) programs. RUS is a
federal agency who assisted with the funding of the Buckhorn Water Treatment Plant.

Lake Camanche Water System

Staff has already completed a water system analysis which provided pre-design
information. Staff plans to prepare plans and specifications for project with in-house staff
and is targeting 120 days for completion. Staff believes that this project will not qualify for
categorical exemption from CEQA and has requested a scope of work from a consultant
for CEQA/NEPA reviews. Staff has already contacted East Bay Municipal Utilities District
for a possible easement across the Hunt Club. This is the only easement needed. All other
work will be performed in existing public right of ways or within property owned by the
Water Agency. Staff will be applying for funding through the DPH SRF and RUS programs.
Approximately $48,000 was budgeted for activities related to this project for this fiscal year

Gayla Manor Water Quality

This project was previously designed and ready for construction when grant funding ran
out in the Small Community Grant (SCG) program. This project has completed plans. This
project was originally intended to be constructed by force account labor (Agency staff). Bid
documents will be needed if the project must be constructed by outside construction
forces. CEQA review is complete, but some additional environmental work may be needed
to meet federal cross cutting or NEPA requirements since federal funding is involved. The
project requires acquisition of a 5 acre parcel owned by the Gayla Manor Home Owners
Association. The property transfer process was halted when funded ran out from the SCG
program. Staff intends to apply for funding from Clean Water SRF and RUS programs. The
Water Agency has already applied for funding through the State Clean up and Abatement
program. The Agency budgeted $338,360 this fiscal year for construction activities
associated with this project.

Buckhorn Water Reuse

This project provides a means for the reuse of backwash water on the Mace Meadows
Golf Course and allows the use of filter aids that help meet the Disinfection Byproducts
Rule. The design was previously completed along with CEQA reviews, but project was
halted due to cost while staff researched another possible lower cost solution. A Waste
Discharge Permit (WDR) is already in place. An agreement is also in place with Mace
Meadows Golf Course for accepting the backwash water, allowing the site improvements,
and assisting with State reporting and monitoring. Some additional environmental review
(federal cross-cutting and NEPA) may be necessary for federal funding. Staff plans to
make application to the Clean Water SRF, DPH SRF, and possibly RUS programs. The
budget included approximately $175,500 for activities associated with this project.



Amador Canal Pipeline

Staff plans to make two separate applications: one for the placement of treated water in
the canal pipe and one for the placement of raw water in the canal pipe. Many of the
customers along the canal use the raw water in their homes. Under an agreement with
DPH, which allows the continued use raw water in the homes with bottled water for
cooking and drinking, the Agency must continue to search for cost effective projects to
provide these customers with potable water. Adequate grant funds may provide a means
for an affordable treated water alternative. The Amador Transmission Project, which
placed the 30 inch diameter pipe from Lake Tabeau to Tanner, included the placement of
a raw water pipe in the canal to continue water service to those customers along the canal.
Since these two applications have a number of overlapping items, | have grouped them
together for the purpose of updating the Board. The CEQA review is complete for the raw
water application, but federal cross-cutting and NEPA requirements may result in some
additional environmental review. Addendum #4 to the approved Revised Environmental
Impact Report (REIR) would allow the pipe to be buried in the canal or along the canal.
There is currently a challenge to the Boards approval of Addendum #4. It is staff's position
that if this challenge is not resolved, the project will simply lay the pipe in the canal as per
the REIR before Addendum #4. The application for use of treated water will require an
addendum to modify the REIR from raw water to treated water. An alternative would be to
create a new project and go through an entire new CEQA/NEPA review. Staff is concerned
that much more time and expense would be needed with this latter approach and the
project might not be in a ready to construct status for stimulus funding. Staff has requested
a scope of work from a consultant for preparation of an addendum to the REIR for the use
of treated water.

Staff has been working on design and originally planned to use Agency force account labor
to construct this project whether treated or raw. Depending on the stimulus package
requirements, it may be necessary to prepare bid documents. Staff is currently seeking
responses from the State on the use Agency force account labor. Easement acquisition for
these applications pose the largest challenge to staff due to the large number of
easements needed: approximately 100. The entire canal has been surveyed and
easements have been drafted. Some will require updating because of ownership change,
lot splits, and other property boundary changes. A major effort will be required to work with
property owners along to canal to complete the needed easements.

Staff plans to apply for the DPH SRF and RUS programs. The Agency has also applied for
Proposition 50 funding which has been currently halted due to the State budget. The
Agency budget includes approximately $849,500 for activities associated with this project.

Staff will be diligently completing work outlined above and completing funding applications
in an attempt to obtain grant funds for these projects and will periodically update the Board
on our progress.

AMADOR WATER AGENCY
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3120 DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS PROPERTY OR EQUIPMENT

3120.1 The General Manager is authorized to determine whether any item of Agency-
owned property/equipment (not including real property — see 3120.6 below) is surplus to the
present or future needs of the Agency and request the Agency Board to declare items
surplus. The General Manager or his/her designee shall manage this program. The
General Manager may require a periodic report showing all Agency property which is no
longer used or has become obsolete.

3120.2 ltems declared to be surplus shall be offered for sale, listed, and posted at the
Agency Administration Building and the Tanner Shop Building. Notification and bidding shall
be made first to Agency employees. If not sold to employees, then to public agencies, and
then to the general public. Bids must be submitted in writing to the General Manager or
his/her designee within the time frame announced on the surplus property/equipment listing.
No employee whose job responsibility includes the administration of such surplus property
sales shall be permitted to bid on or purchase such surplus property.

3120.3 The General Manager or his/her designee may dispose of surplus
property/equipment by donation to a non-profit public agency.

3120.4 When, after a reasonable effort has been made to obtain bids, no bids have been
obtained, and if a reasonable effort to do so produces no opportunity to sell the same for
scrap, the General Manager or his/her designee may cause its destruction or any other
disposition thereof.

3120.5 Junked Certificates shall be obtained for vehicles that are sold to protect the Agency
from liability and will be sold in an “as is” condition.

3120.6 Real property declared surplus shall be offered first to public agencies at the
appraised value. (State law requires that public agencies have the opportunity to purchase
property prior to advertisement to the general public).

3120.7 If property is not purchased by a public agency, it is advertised in the newspaper
with a request that sealed bids be submitted to the Agency.

3120.8 The General Manager or his/her designee shall take action to accept or reject the
highest bid. Bidders will be notified of the General Manager or his/her designee’s action.
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
